Applications using a point system. Up to 25 points will be given to applicants if they or
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their families are members of Croatian American Cultural Center or are involved in its
activities.

College students can re-apply for scholarship (up to three additional years)
provided that they are a full-time student, have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 and did not
display adverse behavior unbecoming to the Croatian American Cultural Center.

Application deadline is March 31, 2011 and must be met.

1 through 31 March 2011. The Scholarship Awards will be announced by 23 May
2011 and presented to recipients on 11 June 2011 at the Scholarship Award Ceremony
at the Croatian American Cultural Center Extravaganza. The recipients must be present
in order to receive the scholarships.
